RULES, REGULATIONS & POLICIES 
 

IMPORTANT INFORMATION: Show Management reserves the right to combine, split, cancel, limit or 
move classes and divisions as entries warrant, which could mean divisions may change days on which 
they run or rings in which they are held. Classes may not necessarily be run in the order listed in the 
class lists. It is the responsibility of the rider to inform the show secretary of any time conflicts as soon 
as possible after receiving the schedule. Management reserves the right to change officials, limit 
entries or divisions, combine or cancel classes, modify the schedule, and to modify or cancel awards 
and/or make whatever changes are required by circumstances to the competition specifications listed 
herein. Show Management reserves the right to cancel classes insufficiently filled and to refuse or 
require withdrawal of an entry for cause deemed sufficient by Show Management. Changes will be 
posted in the Facebook event, sent via email to the email on the entry form and posted in the show 
office. Show Management reserves the right to interpret all questions and conditions in regard to or 
arising out of, or incident to, the show without claims for damages or recourse of any kind. All 
questions not covered in these Rules and Regulations shall be decided by the Horse Show 
Management; their decision to be final. 

 
TREATMENT OF HORSES: Show Management will enforce the fair and humane treatment for all horses 
participating in the Thoroughbred Incentive Program (T.I.P.) Championships. 

 
PARTICIPATING RIDER CODE OF CONDUCT: The Jockey Club (TJC) expects appropriate behavior from all 
riders, trainers, spectators and others participating in any TJC event, including events held in conjunction 
with TJC events. Inappropriate behavior may include, but is not limited to: possession, use or distribution of 
any illegal drugs; profanity, vulgar language or gestures; harassment (i.e., using words or actions that 
intimidate, threaten or persecute others before, during or following The Jockey Club activities); failure to 
follow rules; and abusing a horse. Reports of inappropriate code of conduct may be made at any time to the 
Show Manager via email, text, phone call or in-person. Any verbal or physical act of discourtesy toward a 
judge, show official, volunteer, show staff or TJC staff member on the part of a trainer, owner, rider, handler, 
groom, family member or person associated with an entry is a violation of the Code of Conduct. Persons found 
by Show Management to be in violation of this Code of Conduct will be unable to participate in the remainder 
of the show, will forfeit all fees and awards from previous classes and divisions, and will be ineligible to show 
at the T.I.P. Championships in 2023, and/or at events held in conjunction with T.I.P. Championships and/or 
T.I.P. Championships in future years. 

 
COGGINS TEST: South Carolina state law requires that each horse be accompanied by a negative EIA 
certificate dated within one year. 
 
ENTRIES: The closing date for on-time entries is September 18, 2023.  Late entries will be accepted through 
September 25, 2023, and subject to payment of a $50 late fee per horse per division. All entries online. After 
the closing date, all stall deposits and office fees are non-refundable. The entry form must include all 
mandatory signatures, including legal guardian in the case of a minor exhibiting. No entries accepted after 
September 25, 2023.

The parent/legal guardian or individual who signs the entry 
blank as a parent or guardian of a minor operating a motorized vehicle or device in violation of these rules is 
solely responsible for any damages, claims, losses or actions resulting from that operation. Violations of these 
rules will be cause for penalties against those responsible for the child committing the offense. Wheelchairs 
and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.

The signature of unrelated 
persons WILL NOT be accepted.  
 
PROTECTIVE HEADGEAR: Protective headgear, properly secured, must be worn BY ALL RIDERS AT ALL 
TIMES WHILE MOUNTED, anywhere, anytime on the show grounds. All riders under the age of 18 must wear 
a helmet at all times. Headgear for all riders must meet or exceed ASTM Standards; must carry the SEI tag; 
and be properly secured by a harness. 
 
NON-SHOWING HORSES: All non-showing horses must complete an entry blank and be assigned a back 
number. A $50 fee will be assessed to any horse not entered in any classes. Stall fee and non-refundable stall 
deposit applies. Non-showing horses are not permitted in competition rings at any time. 
 
RIBBONS AND PRIZES  

• In-Hand Championships: Class ribbons 1st through 10th place and prize to each class winner. Overall 
Championship prizes and sashes through 6th place, based on overall In-Hand Championship placement. 

• Championships Divisions: Class ribbons 1st through 10th place. Prizes and sashes for Divisions through 
10th place, based on division placement.  
 

PRIZE MONEY 
• In-Hand Championships: $500 in prize money, awarded in the overall Championship only. Prize 

money for In-Hand Championships through 6th place, based on overall In-Hand Championship 
placement. ($150, $125, $100, $55, $40, $30). 

• Championships Divisions: $2,000 in prize money per Division with payouts based on division 
placement only. Prize money for Divisions through 10th place (based on division placement only) of: 
$600, $440, $300, $200, $140, $120, and $50 each 7th through 10th place.

IMPORTANT - In order to be eligible for AA, Junior, or RRP High Point awards, the status MUST be listed on 
the 2023 Declaration Form or Hardship Request Declaration Form. In order to be eligible for the TCA/TAA 
adoption class and TAA high point awards, the horse’s eligible adoption organization MUST be listed on the 
2023 Declaration Form or Hardship Request Declaration Form. It is the owner or rider’s responsibility to 
indicate a horse or rider is eligible for ANY of these awards. Failure to indicate eligibility for each High Point 
award (including junior riders) on the Declaration Form or Hardship Request Declaration Form will result in 
exclusion of horse and/or rider from calculation of the High Point awards.  
 
CALCULATION OF DIVISIONS AND HIGH POINT AWARDS

For Dressage: High Point will be based on the best single test per horse/rider combination. 
Division placements will be based on the average of the two tests. In case of a tie, the horse/rider with the 
highest single score is the winner; if the highest scores are the same, the next highest scores will be 
considered until the tie is broken. 
 
For CT: High Point is given to highest placed eligible horse in each Division. Division placements will be based 
on the horse’s placing in the CT division. 
 
DOGS: Dogs are not permitted to be loose on competition grounds and must be on a leash or otherwise 
contained. Individuals must not lead dogs on a leash while mounted. Dog owners are solely responsible for 
any damages, claims, losses or actions resulting from their dogs’ behaviors. Failure to maintain your dog, 
under control, as defined here, will result in a $100 fine assessed to the owner. In addition, pursuant to facility 
regulations, loose dogs may be removed from the show grounds at the owner’s expense and impounded by 
animal control. 
 
ELECTRICAL/FIRE REGULATIONS: All electrical installation and connections must meet all state and county 
codes. Aisles shall be maintained clear for a minimum of six (6) feet wide by eight (8) feet high. No 
obstructions or projections shall be allowed in these aisles. No Class I Flammable liquids such as gasoline are 
allowed inside the buildings. Cooking is not permitted within the stable area. Anyone found in violation shall 
be subject to dismissal from further participation in the horse show without recourse. 
 



PARKING: Fire regulations prohibit all vehicles, including trailers, vans and passenger vehicles, from being 
parked in the stable areas. Vans and trailers will be allowed in the stable area only to load or off-load.

GENERAL T.I.P. SPECIFICATIONS 
1. T.I.P. Championships are open only to qualified and declared Thoroughbreds. A "Thoroughbred" is defined 

as any horse that has been registered with The Jockey Club (TJC) or a foreign Thoroughbred stud book 
recognized by TJC.  

2. Each division is open only to horses that qualified and declared for that division.  
a. Qualifying: To qualify for the Championships, a T.I.P. eligible Thoroughbred must 

(1) participate in a show offering T.I.P. High Point awards, classes or divisions beginning August 
1, 2022 through August 31, 2023 (qualifying shows would include the 2022 T.I.P. 
Championships); or (2) participate in a Take2 division beginning August 1, 2022, through 
August 31, 2023; or (3) be entered in the 2023 Thoroughbred Makeover in the applicable 
discipline or have participated in the 2022 Makeover in the applicable discipline; or (4) have 
participated in the 2022 T.I.P. Performance Awards in the applicable discipline; or (5) be 
accepted through a 2023 Hardship Request (below).  

i. Virtual or online horse shows do not count for qualification.  
ii. All qualifications must be in the applicable discipline. To qualify, horses can be shown in 

any classes or divisions at the show offering T.I.P. awards in the relevant discipline.  
iii. Horses shown at a horse trial or combined test may also qualify for the Championships 

through their show jumping or dressage phase (as applicable).  
iv. All Thoroughbreds must have a T.I.P. Number to qualify.  
v. All qualified horses may also participate in the In-hand Championships (no separate in-

hand qualification required). 
vi. 2022 and 2023 Makeover horses are qualified for Championships in the same 

discipline(s) entered at the Thoroughbred Makeover. The table below shows the 
corresponding qualified disciplines and Championship division(s) where they are 
available. If you wish to show at T.I.P. Championships in a different discipline, you still 
have the option to complete a Hardship Request.

attend a qualifying show and did not participate in the Performance Awards. To be considered 
for a Hardship Request qualification, a Thoroughbred must attend a MINIMUM of two (2) 
shows during the Championship year and must have been shown at the height or level being 
requested at one of those shows. To request qualification via a Hardship Request, you must 
submit a completed Hardship Declaration Form including (i) a statement explaining in less than 
500 words why you are not able to access shows with T.I.P. awards and (ii) a brief show record 
covering the Championship year, including show or barrel race name, date, division, test (if 
applicable), height jumped (if applicable) and any other relevant information.  HARDSHIP 
REQUESTS WILL ONLY BE CONSIDERED IF THE HORSE HAS BEEN SHOWN DURING THE 
CHAMPIONSHIP YEAR. 

d. You must submit the Hardship statement so that it is received by August 31, 2023. You will be 
notified if your Hardship Request for qualification has been accepted prior to the closing of 
entries. Incomplete forms will not be accepted. 

3. Cross-Entering: Each horse may only be entered in up to two (2) Championship Divisions total (across all 
disciplines) per event. Horses must be qualified and declared for both divisions. Management reserves the 
right to limit, combine, split or cancel divisions. Each horse may only be entered in one in-hand class. 

4. Cross-entering within the same discipline (Hunter, Jumper) (i) with the same rider must be at consecutive 
heights and (ii) with a different rider must be at consecutive heights unless a dispensation is requested via 
email to tjctip@jockeyclub.com and granted PRIOR TO THE CLOSE OF ENTRIES. 

5. Jump Height: For jumping divisions, the horse may be entered at or above the lowest height jumped 
during the Championship year.

(age as of January 1, 2023)

Each Hunter Division consists of 3 over fences classes and 1 under saddle class.   
• Hunter Over Fences - To be shown over approximately eight fences at the required height. To be 

judged on performance and soundness unless otherwise noted. 
• Hunter Over Fences Handy - Course may include, but is not limited to, halt on course, trot fence, roll 

back, negotiating natural obstacles, bending line, bounce or a fence jumped in a direct line to/from the 
in gate. etc.  

• Hunter Under Saddle - To be shown at a walk, trot and canter. Light contact with the horse’s mouth is 
required. May be asked to hand gallop at the discretion of the judge, but no more than eight horses to 
gallop at one time. Martingales not permitted. Crossrails, Very Green, and Beginning Divisions will not 
be asked to gallop. 

 
Hunter courses will simulate fences found in the hunting field such as brush, wall, in-and-out, oxer, post and 
rails, gate, aiken, bank, coop and panels. Management reserves the right to adjust fence heights or spreads as 
competition warrants.  
 
Judging for all Hunter sections: To be judged on performance and soundness, suitability to count. Horses are 
not required to jog for soundness.

In order to qualify for the year-end $100,000 bonus, riders must compete in the appropriate 
Division(s) in at least fi ve of the eight shows in the 2023 series. Scoring will adhere to USEF points 

rules, with bonus prize money allocated as follows:

$50,000 distributed between Grand Prix and Welcome Stake combined. Points from both 
classes will count toward the jumper bonus. 1st place will receive $25,000, 2nd place will 

receive $15,000, and 3rd place will receive $10,000.

$40,000 distributed across the following Hunter Divisions: $20,000 Professional Hunter Rider;
$5,000 Junior Hunter Rider; $5,000 Amateur Hunter Rider; $3,000 Children’s Hunter Rider;

$3,000 Adult Hunter Rider; $2,000 Low Children’s Hunter Rider; and $2,000 Low Adult 
Hunter Rider. Paid out to three placings per division.

$10,000 distributed across the following Jumper Divisions: $5,000 Junior/Amateur Jumper 
Rider; and $5,000 Child/Adult Jumper Rider. Paid out to three placings per division.

Scores and standings will be announced following each show. 
Final payments will be made at the conclusion 
of the November Fall Finale. Riders competing
 in classes with prize money offered $25,000+ 
must register 24 hours in advance of the class.
